A Study on the Costume of Bactria, center of Silk Road
- Focusing Analysis of Antiquities -

Chang, YoungsooT

Abstract : Bactria was the intersection of transportation between Greece-Iran and Central Asia at the Silk Road. This
kingdom was Greek in all of its ruling classes. Because the Greek culture of Bactria spread to India and the east, Bactria
was a very important place in ancient civilizations. The purpose of this study is to understand the life and the various
cultures of Bactria and the influence of Greek culture on the costumes of Bactria. The research method was approached
through the analysis of the empirical data. Data on antiquities were analyzed in European exhibition catalogs and sec-
ondary data collected from Internet. The results of this study are as follows: First, the original costume of Bactria was
identified in two styles in the reliefs of the Persian Achaemenid. One is the tunic jacket sarapis that goes down to the
knee and wide trousers with half-length boots. The other is the Scythian style trousers that looks like a barrel in a Sarapis.
Second, in the Bactrian coin depicting the bust of the Bactrians, the hair styles and headgear of the Bactrian kings were
analyzed. The Bactrians wore braids with short curly hair and wore Macedonian hats and helmets on them. Third, the
relics excavated from the ruins of Ai-Khanuom depicted the forms of the ruling classes of Bactria. The dress styles and
hair styles of gods and priests were imitating the form of the Greek costume as it is.
